. Tape a piece of paper to a hard, flat surface. Make sure the

paper cannot slide around.

Stand on the paper with your feet shoulder-width apart and
your weight evenly distributed (you only need to have one
foot on the paper).

. Ask someone to help you mark with a pencil or ink pen

pointed straight down at the tip of the big toe and the back
of the heel.

. Once the markings are made, peel off the paper and use a

ruler or tape measure to measure the distance between the
two markings. This measurement is the length of the foot.

. Do the same with the other foot. NOTE! It is common for one

foot to be slightly longer than the other.

. Use the longer of the two measurements when looking for the

right size in the size chart. If the measurement falls between
two sizes, we recommend the larger size.
